1t Reading Galatians 2:15-21

We ourselves are Jews by birth and not Gentile sinners; yet we
know that a person is justified not by the works of the law but
through faith in Jesus Christ. And we have come to believe in
Christ Jesus, so that we might be justified by faith in Christ,
and not by doing the works of the law, because no one will be
justified by the works of the law. But if, in our effort to be
justified in Christ, we ourselves have been found to be sinners,
is Christ then a servant of sin? Certainly not! But if I build up
again the very things that I once tore down, then I
demonstrate that I am a transgressor. For through the law I
died to the law, so that I might live to God. I have been
crucified with Christ; and it is no longer I who live, but it is
Christ who lives in me.

Therefore, I tell you, her sins, which were many, have been
forgiven; hence she has shown great love. But the one to
whom little is forgiven, loves little.” Then he said to her,
“Your sins are forgiven.” But those who were at the table with
him began to say among themselves, “Who is this who even
forgives sins?” And he said to the woman, “Your faith has
saved you; go in peace.” Soon afterwards he went on through
cities and villages, proclaiming and bringing the good news of
the kingdom of God. The twelve were with him, as well as
some women who had been cured of evil spirits and
infirmities: Mary, called Magdalene, from whom seven
demons had gone out, and Joanna, the wife of Herod’s
steward Chuza, and Susanna, and many others, who provided
for them out of their resources.
